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Student Growth

Student growth is a measure of how much students are learning each year. New Jersey's ESSA state plan outlines that academic progress will be measured with school's median student growth percentile (MSGP) on statewide ELA and mathematics assessments. Each individual student receives a Student Growth
Percentile (SGP) for English Language Arts (ELA) in grades 4 through 8 and for Mathematics in grades 4 through 7. The SGP measures their academic progress from one year to the next compared to other students with similar prior test scores (academic peers).

A student's SGP falls between 1 and 99 and can be grouped into three levels. An mSGP below 35 indicates low growth, an mSGP between 35 and 65 indicates typical growth, and an mSGP greater than 65 indicates high growth. If the SGPs for all students are ordered from smallest to largest, the mSGP is the
percentile in the middle of the list.

The NJDOE Student Growth page has more information about SGPs and mSGPs, including a video that explains how both SGPs and mSGPs are calculated.

An alternate measure of academic progress, or growth, called Relative School Improvement Measure (RSIM) was used for the 2021-
2022 school year only.

The students learn about health and wellness
in weekly health classes and lessons from the school nurse on family life.

« the participation of classroom activities and school-wide programs and events. A supportive PTO is instrumental in providing an enriching and
stimulating experience for our students, as they purchase new equipment and instructional materials, host special events, and plan assemblies

throughout the school year.
Parent and Community Involvement:
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Is a Climate Survey Used: Yes; Who is surveyed: Students, Parents, Administrators, Teachers. A school climate survey is completed annually in Franklin
Township Schools. We use the data from the survey to make district and school level goals. The district leadership committee takes an active role in
developing and analyzing the results of the survey to communicate them to staff. Main Road's climate team reviews data of HIB's, discipline and climate
survey are used to drive building level activities. We also have incorporated Morning Meeting into each day. Student check in their feelings, share with
classmates and build goal through a daily character message. In the 2022-2023 we have the opportunity to be part of the Clayton Project. through this
grant we are able to support our school community with SEL, counseling and behavior supports.

Climate Surveys:

Main Road School is a thirty plus classroom school with a library, cafeteria and gymnasium. Each classroom is air conditioned. The parking lot was
enlarged and paved in 2016. In 2018 a new library, office, OT/PT room and therapy room were added to the footprint of Main Road School. In 2022
additional recess equipment was purchased to support student's SEL and fitness.

Facilities:

Main Road school has a detailed school security plan and has a daily school resource officer on duty. Staff and students practice emergency drills
monthly and are trained in detail on specific scenarios. In 2022 we updated our security, purchased additional cameras and budgeted for other support
for the overall safety of the district.

School Safety:
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Main Road School has a technology class weekly for students. This curriculum included both STEM, technology and cyber education. We also have a
technology club that focusses on stem activities for students.

Technology and STEM:
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Character education is promoted throughout the school as students are encouraged to demonstrate exemplary citizenship and moral character. The

students voted and choose a motto for the year, Be the Best Version of You. Each month the principal reviews the three expectations, be kind, be ready,

and be respectful. The counselor reinforces these three expectations in assemblies, classroom lessons, and group lessons. Teachers are also

encouraged to reward students for positive behaviors in the classroom with a doing things right sticker.
