Effective and Efficient Use of ESSR Funding: that teaches children to build their writing through the development of self - generated critical and creative questioning practices.
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Standards-based learning continues to be pursued and student progress reporting to parents adheres to a standards-based model. As a result, teachers,
parents, and students gain a clear understanding of pupil academic strengths and the level of attention that must be provided towards the development
of specific skills. Grade 2 classes continue to be paired with 1 teacher serving as the ELA / Social Studies Teacher and their partner serving as the Math /
Science Teacher. The classes switch rooms on an established schedule to receive core instruction in these areas.
